People ran trying to catch the flying objects, teamed up to try and hold down other camps and enjoyed the chance to take a natural shower. In the end no one was hurt other than a stubbed toe handled by the virgin “Nekkid Medic” and it brought the entire burn closer together. The next morning our amazing land owner stopped by on his way to work to make sure we were all okay and offer his home for shelter if the storm due in was as bad. Friday night we again watched the clouds roll in the distance. As a group we helped each other batten down the hatches and even had some of the spinners create anti-rain dances including whip cracking and unique rendition of singing in the rain. The storm split, went around us and came back together on the other side. Ahh the power of Burners!!

Speaking of the power of Burners, we faced some massive internal restructuring this year. Our lead Medic and Ranger for the last several years stepped down. We also faced the departure of two of the Regional Contacts who had been crucial in their rolls of General Coordinator and Treasurer. In the end, with support from new and old participants, we were able to fill those voids and have a great Burn.

The event sold 117 tickets this year. With the continued use of a tier system, 70 participants purchased their tickets early at the $30 mark while another 36 purchased at the $40 mark. With only 8 gate sales at $50 (if volunteering) or $80 we were able to have all the money needed to pay the vendors and insurance well before the actual event. The remaining 3 tickets were hardship $20 tickets for team leads. 

Our total income was $4272.00 and our total expenses were $3794.98 with a net profit of $477.02. Our expenses increased this year with the addition of a trailer to haul the effigy as well as other infrastructure needs. We also paid for wood delivery with none of the wood sold. In the end we stayed within our planned budget and added to the previous carry over for a total of $1506.02 in hand for 2012.
